Requirements listed here are in addition to requirements for minors

The minor requires a minimum of 15 credits, 6 of which must be at the
500 level. Nine credits are prescribed in syntax (LING 402), phonology
(LING 404), and a general introduction to linguistics (LING 401), although
a linguistics course at the 500 level may be substituted for LING 401 with
the approval of the director of the program in Linguistics.
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
