Requirements for a minor may be completed at any campus location
offering the specified courses for the minor. Students may not change
from a campus that offers their major to a campus that does not offer
their major for the purpose of completing a minor.

Career Paths

International arts minors build a strong foundation in knowledge of how
arts and culture play out on the global stage. By supplementing their
major area of study with a global understanding of the arts, students
open up possibilities for careers that capitalize on this knowledge, and
even create opportunities to further investigate through graduate study.

perspective of any student who pursues it. As a well-traveled “citizen of
the world,” any student who completes this minor will have an advantage
in a competitive job market.
