Baccalaureate degree candidates must meet the following requirements
by the end of their fourth semester to be admitted to the Workforce
Education (WFED) major:

1. Complete the following courses: ECON 102 or ECON 104, EDPSY 14,
EDTHP 115, ENGL 15 or ENGL 30H, and WFED 101 

2. Complete 3 credits in literature (GH)
3. Complete 6 credits in Quantification (GQ)
4. Minimum 3.00 cumulative GPA
5. Complete and document a minimum of 80 hours of experience

Direct Admission to the Major
Incoming first-year students who meet the program admission
requirements are admitted directly into the major. Admission restrictions
may apply for change-of-major and/or change-of-campus students.
