Requirements for a minor may be completed at any campus location
offering the specified courses for the minor. Students may not change
from a campus that offers their major to a campus that does not offer
their major for the purpose of completing a minor.

Program Description
The Cybersecurity Minor offered by the Department of Computer Science
and Engineering is designed for students in computational majors who
wish to acquire the technical depth to design and construct secure cyber
systems. Building upon a core computer science foundation the minor
includes courses in computer security, mobile and wireless security,
software security and networking. Additional courses in the minor provide
areas of application such as operating systems, database systems,
and computer architecture, in which issues of security arise. The minor
prepares students for careers as technical professionals working with
secure cyber systems and for graduate study in computer, network and
systems security.
