Requirements for a minor may be completed at any campus location
offering the specified courses for the minor. Students may not change
from a campus that offers their major to a campus that does not offer
their major for the purpose of completing a minor.

Many students combine a
Medieval Studies major with a major such as art history, broadcasting,
art, language and literature, political science or any of the liberal arts
majors, or students may take courses in areas like economics, speech
communication, and sociology.
