Requirements for a minor may be completed at any campus location
offering the specified courses for the minor. Students may not change
from a campus that offers their major to a campus that does not offer
their major for the purpose of completing a minor.

The Youth Development and Social Justice certificate will support a
multitude of careers in youth development and justice work, including
adolescent behavioral health, education, and corrections. Additional
career examples include the following: Advocate, Certified Health
Education Specialist (CHES), Community Health Worker, Community

Counselor, Political Analyst, Social Services Director, Social Worker,
Community Organizer, Youth Corrections, and Restorative Justice
Programmer.
